This Fall Disciple Bible Study will be
offered by Rev. Wilcox on Sunday
evenings from 6-8 p.m. beginning
September 19. (This is the same time-
frame as Youth meetings, for families who
might be bringing youth to church on Sunday
evenings.)

Disciple | is an introductory study of the entire Bible
from Genesis to Revelation in 34 weeks (September
to early June). However, Disciple is more than just
in informational study.  One component of the
weekly agenda is reflection on the nature of our
discipleship in light of the Biblical concepts that are
studied.

No previous knowledge of the Bible is necessary to
participate in Disciple I. The commitment for
participation in Disciple | is an average of 30-40
minutes of individual study per day, and participation
in the two hour class session per week.
