West Dallas Community School was founded in 1995 to serve the families of West Dallas, an area of extreme poverty that for decades had been a forgotten part of the city.  The school offers a college preparatory Christian education for children in pre-kindergarten through eighth grade. The mission of West Dallas Community School is to provide students with a challenging educational experience designed to help them know, love, and practice that which is true, good, and excellent and to prepare them to live purposefully and intelligently in the service of God and man.

Quick Facts

· Median household income in the area surrounding the school is less than $8500 annually with 74% living below poverty level (2000 U.S. Census). 

· Nationally, 93% of West Dallas Community School students scored average or above in language arts, and 98% scored average or above in mathematics. 

· 92% of the school's annual budget ($2.5 million for 2009-2010) is comprised of donations from individuals, corporations and foundations, with the remaining 8% from tuition. (Tuition is based on each family's ability to pay, with some paying as little as $55/month.)

· Students graduating from WDCS have been accepted at St. Marks, Ursuline Academy, Hockaday, Episcopal School of Dallas, Cambridge School, Trinity Christian Academy, and Dallas Independent School District magnet schools of Science & Engineering and Law & Government among others.
